Though
the exact cause is not known, experts
suspect the resurgence is associated
with increased resistance of bed bugs
to available pesticides, greater
international and domestic fravel, lack
of knowledge regarding control of bed
bugs due to their prolonged absence,
and the continuing decline or
elimination of effective vector/pest
control programs at state and
local public health
agencies. The web site
provides information about
preventing, identifying and treating
bed bug infestations.

In
December, the Census Bureau will release
the first set of ACS statistics for all
geographic areas, regardless of size, using
data collected between 2005 and 2009.
