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Agencies combined saved more than
$327,350 in FY13 by using the State Library
of Ohio meeting rooms instead of renting
other conference center space in
Columbus.

More than ten different state agencies
used the State Library meeting rooms
every month in FY13. These agencies
included the Ohio Attorney General's
Office, the Ohio Department of
Education, the Ohio Department of
Health, and the Ohio Secretary of State's
Office.
