Columbus Metropolitan Library, $55,700 to establish a digital museum of Columbus, entitled the Columbus Memory Project. Kent State University Libraries, $60,300 for the expansion of TRAILS (Tool for Real-time Assessment of Information Literacy Skills).  This project will expand the reach and impact of TRAILS by developing 3rd and 12th grade assessment tools based on the Ohio Academic Content Standards and Information Power standards.  TRAILS is an important tool used by library media specialists as a pre- and post-text measure to determine changes in information literacy skill levels.
